1. Apologies – Kings Newton  (Absent without apology – Codnor , Mickleover RBL )

Rule Amendment proposals – 2025

Proposed by Littleover
League Rule 12 (c)
Current – Two (2) match points for the team with the highest overall match score. When the overall total match scores are equal each team shall receive one (1) point.

Amendment – Change to two (2) points for Home win and four (4) points for Away win. When the overall scores are equal one (1) point for Home team and two (2) points for Away team.

Proposal Carried
General proposal – Where a League is Mixed teams to ensure that a minimum of 2 Ladies play in each game.
Proposal Defeated

League Rule 5 ( Start Times ) - various proposals from Spondon, Hazelwood and Rykneld as previously distributed
Current – Ladies and Wednesday Doubles 6:30pm April to 14th May inclusive , 7:00pm remainder of May, June, July and 6:30pm August and September.
After discussion it was decided to vote on the Hazelwood proposal – Ladies and Wednesday Doubles – Clubs with floodlights to start at 7:00pm throughout the season. Clubs with no floodlights, current rules to apply. Secretary to highlight on the fixture list on the MB website clubs with no floodlights.
Proposal Carried
Hazelwood – additional for disussion
Although our ladies do not play in the league, several members play for other clubs and have asked whether it would be possible for the format to revert to Singles games only.
Proposal Defeated

Proposed by Brackens
Cup Rule 12
Current – A player shall have played at least three (3) league games for a team in the Wednesday Doubles, Over 55’s or Saturday League and in the Ladies League at least two (2) league games to be eligible to play for that team in a cup semi-final or final.
Amendment - A player shall have played at least one (1) league game for a team in team in the Wednesday Doubles, Over 55’s and Ladies League to be eligible to play for that team in a cup semi-final or final.
After discussion it was decided to amend this to two (2) league games and this was Carried.
Proposals in respect of League Cup competitions
(1) Clubs should have a choice as to whether they opt out of the various League Cup competitions organised by the Belper and Mid Derbyshire C.G.B.A.  Such choices to be submitted to reach the Secretary on or before January 31st of the season in which playing.
Proposal Defeated
(2) Matches in the Ladies League Cup shall be scheduled at intervals throughout the regular season 
(similar to the O55’s Charity / Handicap cups). Matches shall be played over two (2) legs on a home and away basis.

This was Carried with the addition of the Wednesday Doubles also to be scheduled throughout the season ( but not on a Home and away basis).

Other items for discussion

A number of Clubs had highlighted the need for Rules of the Association to be adhered to ( mainly centred around Dress Code for cup Finals). Discussion took place and hopefully there won’t be a problem in the future.
